Mon., March 8, 2010 - Begin handing out packets for fall registration 
(to attend kindergarten, your child must be turning 5 years old by December 2, 2010) 
Wednesday, April 14 - Fall Registration “Kick-Off Day” - the first day 
we will accept completed packets.  It is also the first day to register for 

Fairmont Childcare.  

 

In order to register for school, you will need to bring the following 
information: 

 

Official Immunization Record (must be signed/stamped by your 

doctor or clinic) 

 
Current Gas or Electric Bill ONLY (no other utility bill is 

acceptable) 

 

Birth Certificate if entering kindergarten or grades 1-6 if coming 
from out of state, out of country, or from a private school 

(passport is acceptable) 

 

RETURNING COMPLETED PACKETS 
Wednesday, April 14 – 9:00 a.m. – 11:00 a.m. 

If you will be registering for Fairmont Childcare, this is your assigned 

time to return the completed school registration packet. Once you 

have completed the school registration process, you may register for 

childcare.  If you register on Wednesday, April 14 you will be 
guaranteed a place in childcare. After April 14 we cannot guarantee 

that space will be available. 

 

Wednesday, April 14 – 11:45 a.m. – 1:30 p.m. 
If you do not need Fairmont Childcare, this is your assigned time to 

return the completed packet. 

 

If you cannot come on April 14, you may return your completed packet 
to the front office any Monday, Tuesday or Wednesday between the 

hours of 9:00 a.m. and 3:00 p.m. Remember, we cannot guarantee 

childcare after April 14.
